8. Use the A to Z listing to quickly jump to a particular title.
9. A short explanatory paragraph is provided with each link, to help users make a decision about whether information on that site will be of assistance.

16. Right click on the link.
17. From the pop up menu in Internet Explorer, select “open in new window”.
18. Community Door is a one-stop shop for useful and relevant links, including:

a. Industry Associations and peak bodies including QCOSS, Queensland Alliance, Acrod.
b. Financial accounts and bookkeeping service providers who work with the Standard Chart of Account.
c. Our Community - http://www.ourcommunity.com.au.  This site contains a range of information and resources to help NGOs with capacity building, management and governance, purchasing, identifying funding sources, and viewing events.  Has numerous policy resources available in the “Policy Bank”.
d. Links to legislation and regulations.
