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Upgrading to New Versions of eSAT
From time to time new versions of eSAT are released.  These can be found on Community Door (http://www.communitydoor.qld.gov.au/).  This appendix contains details of how to install these files.  As at the time of writing, v2.0 was the most recent version of the eSAT application.  It is highly recommended that you install this version; it contains improved functionality and several important bug fixes.  

Please answer the following questions to determine which section of this appendix is relevant to you.
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Figure 1.0 Possible Upgrade Paths
Section 1:  eSAT not installed, MS Access present.

A – Download the file eSAT.zip from Community Door to your hard drive.  It is recommended that you create a new folder on your machine for this.  It is suggested that you call the new folder eSAT.

B – Unzip the eSAT.zip file and save the 3 files that it contains into the same directory (C:\eSAT).  The procedure to unzip will depend on your operating system.  The most common is to right-click on the file and select Extract All see Figure 1.1 below.

The contents of your eSAT directory should now look something like this:-

C – To run eSAT simply open the eSAT.mde file.  If you wish, you may create a shortcut to this file on your Start Menu or on your Desktop.

Section 2:  eSAT not installed, MS Access not present.

A – Follow the instructions on the original CD and install eSAT on your machine.  If you accept the defaults, this will create a folder called c:\eSAT on your hard drive.

B – Download the file eSAT.zip from Community Door to your hard drive.  Use the same directory that eSAT is installed on

C – Unzip the eSAT.zip file and save the 3 files that it contains into the same directory (C:\eSAT).  The procedure to unzip will depend on your operating system.  The most common is to right-click on the file and select Extract All see Figure 2.1 below.

This action will overwrite the existing files in the eSAT directory.  You may get a warning message similar to Figure 2.2

Select Yes To All. The contents of your eSAT directory should now look something like this:-

D – To run eSAT you can use the shortcut on your Desktop or the one on your Start Menu.

Section 3:  eSAT installed, assessment not started.

A – Download the file eSAT.zip from Community Door to your hard drive.  Use the same directory that eSAT is installed on.  This is probably C:\eSAT

B– Unzip the eSAT.zip file and save the 3 files that it contains into the same directory (C:\eSAT).  The procedure to unzip will depend on your operating system.  The most common is to right-click on the file and select Extract All see Figure 3.1 below.

C – To run eSAT you can use the shortcut on your Desktop or the one on your Start Menu.

Section 4:  eSAT installed, assessment started.

A – Download the file eSAT.zip from Community Door to your hard drive.  Use the same directory that eSAT is installed on.  This is probably called C:\eSAT.

B – Run your current version of eSAT in the normal way and export the assessment(s) that you have started.  Details on how to do this are contained in Section 3.10.4 Exporting Data but can be summarised as: - 


I – Click the Next button repeatedly until you get to the Reporting Screen (Figure 4.1).


II – Click the Export For Internal Use button.  This will create a series of .csv files in your c:\eSAT directory

C – Unzip the eSAT.zip file and save the 3 files that it contains into the same directory (C:\eSAT).  The procedure to unzip will depend on your operating system.  The most common is to right-click on the file and select Extract All see Figure 4.2 below.

This action will overwrite the existing files in the eSAT directory.  You may get a warning message similar to Figure 4.3

Select Yes To All. The contents of your eSAT directory should now look something like this:-

D– Open eSAT. You can use the shortcut on your Desktop or the one on your Start Menu.  Do not be alarmed that there are no assessments defined.  Now you need to import the assessment details that you exported in step B.  Details on how to do this are contained in the Section 3.4.4 Import Assessment but can be summarised as: - 


I – Click on the Import Assessment button (see Figure 4.5)


II – select one of the .csv files that were created in the C:\eSAT directory during step B.


III – Click Open.


IV – When you see the Import Assessment Screen (Figure 4.6), select all the assessments available.  Click the Import button.

E – You should now be able to continue your assessment on the new upgraded version of eSAT.  You should check the answer to the second question for area 1.1 Evidence Type Guiding Documents as you may have to re-enter it. 
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
